Hello to everyone. 

It’s exciting that we’re going to have our 50th class reunion. I’m looking forward to seeing everyone again. My sister-in-law, Joan Ellerman Goeckeler, is on the committee and has been keeping me up-to-date on the plans. The committee has done a great job on the reunion, and I’m sure we’re all grateful to them.

I’m still working, with no plans to retire for a few years. I’ve been working at my “dream job” for three years now. I’m the Web news editor at Edward Jones, a St. Louis-based brokerage firm. I’m responsible for communicating daily news to our 10,000 + branches on our intranet’s news page – sort of like an online newspaper. I love what I do, and I must admit I’m a bit of a workaholic. Through the years, I’ve been fortunate enough to have jobs that combined my two loves: writing and computers.

I was married for 45 years to a former Normandy student, John Ellerman. John would have graduated with the class of 1957 but in 1955, he joined a friend of his, Bob Tibbles (Jeanne’s brother) at Missouri Military Academy in Mexico, Missouri for his last two years of high school. John and I started dating at the beginning of my junior year at Normandy, with some matchmaking help from his sister Joan. We were together until he passed away in July 2005 of congestive heart failure. In 1989, John survived a serious heart attack, and I’m grateful that we had 16 more years together.

After graduating from Normandy, I attended Mizzou for a year and then married John in June 1960. He enlisted in the Army and spent a year in Turkey, while I stayed in St. Louis, working at Rawlings Sporting Goods. He was stationed in Columbus, Georgia, when he came back to the States, and we lived there for a year-and-a-half. We lost our first baby there, John Thomas Ellerman IV, to a crib death when he was 11 weeks old.

We came back to St. Louis and both got jobs at Southwestern Bell Telephone where John’s sister Joan was also working. Over the years, John worked in facilities management at several different places during his career, including McDonnell-Douglas, St. Louis Community College, Washington University Medical School, Webster Groves School District and Dillard's Department Stores. 

In 1964, we bought a house in Florissant. We lived in that house for 15 years before moving to a larger house two blocks away, where we lived for 19 years. In 1998, we bought a new house in Columbia, Illinois, a quiet little town close to the Jefferson Barracks Bridge over the Mississippi River.
